2. DO NOT change the margins or the print orientation.  The book is slightly smaller than a normal 8.5x11 page, so the margins have been set to fit.  The right margin needs to remain under 7.25 inches.  The book is supposed to be PORTRAIT oriented, so please don’t change that either. 

3. Remember to save as you go so you won’t lose your work. 

4. Once you’ve completed and saved your information, delete the brackets (<>), print and turn it in to your teacher.    Please do not staple as it will be cut and pasted into your finished book.
